Directions from Savuti to Khwai Village

· From the Savuti bridge (permanent metal structure) there is only one route South to Khwai/Mababe so keep heading South. 
· Approx. 5km from the bridge, you pass a prominent rock outcrop/small hill on the right hand side – cannot miss this as it is the only outcrop in the area.

· There are 2 turn offs to the left, both sign posted as going to the Savuti Marsh, but continue straight

· After 24km from Savuti bridge, you reach a very sandy patch so you will need to engage 4x4.  This lasts for about 5km
· Beyond the sandy patch, the road splits, take the left fork as this is a better and more scenic road. Both roads lead to the Mababe gate.  
· From Savuti Bridge to the fork is 30km.  
· From the fork to Mababe Gate is 34km.
· Immediately once through the Mababe gate (you will need to stop and sign out of the park), you take the first turn off to the right (the road that continues straight is a lot smaller) and continue for 7.5km until you reach the main road.  This is a graded road and not the single track you have driven up until now.  Turn right onto this gravel road. 

· This road will take you all the way to Khwai Village
· After 29km on the main gravel road you will cross over a concrete bridge
· 1.5km after the bridge you will find several cement C channel cement blocks (branded PANDA), turn left onto this single track.  You cannot continue straight along the main road as the river is permanently flooded up ahead.

· Follow the short winding track, you may come across a water crossing (depending on time of year).  Only cross if other vehicle tracks are visible and engage in 4x4. Continue on the track until you get back to the main gravel road – this has been a short detour.

· After 750m of being back on the main gravel road, there’s a small single dirt track turn off to the left, and after another 900m you will find our DO NOT ENTER rope barrier.  50m further and you have arrived.
· If you miss the above turn off, there is a second and more clearer turn off 1.2km from the point when you get back on to the main gravel road above.  Take the sharp left turn and after approx. 500m you will also reach the DO NOT ENTER rope barrier.
