GENERAL ITINERY

*As a general rule we advise guests to have lunch before they arrive, as check in time is between 1-2pm.

*Our afternoon game drive aims to depart at approximately 3pm, to arrive back at camp at around 7pm. Beverages and snacks are provided on this game drive for guests to enjoy a “sun downer” on the reserve.

*A traditional South African dinner will be served on arrival back at camp. As with all meals, we can cater for specific diets with prior notice.

*A limited bar (and in-tent mini bar) is available for your enjoyment.

*Morning game drives will depart at approximately 6.45am (subject to the time of sunrise) with a hot drink and rusks at 6.30am before leaving.

*The morning game drive will return to camp just after 10am.

*Brunch will be served on return from the morning game drive.

*Afternoons are free for you to enjoy as you wish until the afternoon game drive departs. A lunch will be served at approximately 2.30pm.

*We would ask guests to be ready to check out after brunch on your day of departure.

TWO NIGHT SPECIAL
*At the moment we are running a special two night package; whereby as well as game drives on Amakhala Game Reserve where we are situated, you will also enjoy a game drive on the world famous Shamwari Game Reserve and a fantastic guided bush walk.
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
*Due to the climate of the Eastern Cape, we can experience extremes of both hot and cold in every season. We therefore recommend you bring a variety of clothing (i.e. shorts and t-shirts as well as warm jackets and long pants).

*Unfortunately, due to the nature of the camp, we regret that we are unable to accommodate children under the age of 12 years unless you would like to book out the whole camp (for a minimum of 4 people). Please enquire for more details.
*Although Quatermain’s Camp is a 1920’s style expedition camp, we have made allowances for hot and cold running showers and flushing toilets.

*Towels are provided.

*Please be aware that as we are deep in the bush we do not have mains electricity and so we recommend that you charge camera batteries etc before arriving with us.

We are halfway between Port Elizabeth and Grahamstown on the N2 highway. Please turn in at Amakhala Carnarvondale where you may leave your car and will be collected for your transfer to the camp. For more detailed directions please let us know from where you will be travelling from.

CANCELLATION POLICY

*Cancellation less than 3 days prior to arrival - 100% of deposit retained.

*Cancellation 3 days - 2 weeks prior to arrival - 50% of deposit retained.

*Cancellation 2 weeks - 1 month prior to arrival - 25% of deposit retained.
GREEN POLICY

Quatermain’s Camp endevours to recycle all plastic, tin and glass waste and all organic waste goes to feed the staff’s pigs. The camp does not utilise mains electricity, using instead a combination of paraffin lamps and solar power. We also feel that our camp has minimal environmental impact as all of our buildings are tented or thatched, and we offer bush walks as well as game drives to further reduce our carbon footprint.
