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Daily Plan*
· 6.00 Wake up - tea and coffee delivered to room
· 6.30 Game drive or bush walk
· 8.30 Breakfast on the lawn (or a picnic breakfast)
· 13.00 Lunch by the pool (or packed lunch on drive)

· 16.00 Afternoon tea and cake 

· 16.30 Bush walk or game drive

· 19.00 Return for showers etc

· 20.00 Dinner and stories around the fire
*These times and plans are simply guidelines and it is up to you and your guide to organise the plan for the day.

Activities

Game Drives
· All of our guides are at least qualified with the Bronze qualification certified by the Kenya Professional Safari Guides Association and have a natural passion for the flora and fauna of the Kenya.  The guides are all incredibly knowledgeable so please feel free to ask them any questions and they will also be happy to accommodate any particular interests you may have – wildlife, cultural or historical. 
· Every day, morning and night, there will be an open-sided vehicle available for you to head out on a game drive. The morning game drives are generally longer and you will often take out a picnic breakfast where your driver will choose a quiet spot to lay out a blanket so you can enjoy the peace and breathtaking views and the expanse of the Lewa Wildlife Conservancy.  
· Generally morning game drives leave at 6.30am and afternoon drives 4.30pm.  Please also respect these times if you are sharing a vehicle with another group.
· Night drives are available, we recommend that guests who wish to go on a night a drive organise this with their guide and that they go on their drive before dinner. 

Alternative Game Viewing

Guided Bush walks
· Our unique location inside a privately owned wildlife conservancy means that we are free to leave vehicles behind and roam the bush on foot to enjoy the sights, sounds and smells, many of which you miss from a vehicle. Calum (a FGASA qualified Trails guide) will lead all walks where you will learn about animal tracks, vegetation, insects and bird life and if lucky you can get up close and personal with some of the bigger game.  
· We suggest walking in the early morning or in the late afternoons to miss the heat of the day.  
Horseback/Camel Safari
· If you would like to experience the bush on horseback or by camel, please do talk to your guide or to Sophie and Calum who will be happy to arrange this for you subject to availability. 
· Please note that there is a weight limit of 90kg/200lbs. Riding experience is not necessary. 

· All children must be accompanied by an adult 

Aerial Safari

· You will have the opportunity to take part in an aerial safari, viewing Lewa from a biplane (extra cost). 
Cultural Visits
· Any guest wishing to experience the unique culture of this area is encouraged to visit Il Ngwesi Village.  The activity can be incorporated with a game drive if wished.  
· The village charge $30 per person for an entry fee and will give you a small tour around their village showing you into their homes, giving you a traditional dance and will explain the traditional way of life. Feel free to ask questions and take as many pictures as you like.  
Ngare Ndare Forest Trust
· A visit to the Ngare Ndare forest (which forms the southern boundary of Lewa) is a great activity to do whilst staying at Lewa House. The forest acts as a critical wildlife corridor between the Mount Kenya and Laikipia-Samburu ecosystems. 
· One of its unique attractions is an aerial walkway through the canopy giving you a bird's eye view of the forest. A picnic in a shady glade and a refreshing dip in one of the nearby waterfalls ends a great morning out. Please note that as this is a community initiative outside of Lewa there is a small entry fee to the forest.
Archaeological Site
· At Lewa House we have access to an archaeological site, which Calum would be happy to take a tour around, explaining a little about the pre-history of Lewa and showing some ancient artefacts.

Conservancy activities
· Another activity available is a visit to the Lewa Wildlife Conservancy headquarters. This is a fantastic opportunity to find out more about their pioneering conservation and community work such as a visit to the anti-poaching tracker dogs or a tour of the security/ops room.  
· We pride ourselves on our sustainability at Lewa House, if you would like to learn a little more about how we run our camp, please ask Calum or Sophie who will be happy to guide you around the property and let you know more about our ventures into a more ecologically friendly manner of living. 
· Similarly we welcome anybody who wants to look around our vegetable garden, mini farmyard or even to have a go at milking our cows. 
Community projects
· Whilst staying at Lewa House it is also possible to visit a LWC sponsored local school or other community project such as forestry, agriculture or health care.
