Room Specification

Main room with verandah, small dressing lobby with clothes hanging area and bathroom (shower), hand basin with vanitory unit and western WC; flooring is either local slate or wooden parquet with occasional hand-knotted Tibetan rugs in traditional designs. Walls are of dressed stone or plastered and colour washed in traditional colours. The roof is of hung local slate over roofing felt and pine planking on wooden rafters. Windows are wood framed, glazed and hung with opening internal galvanized wire mesh insect screens. A ceiling fan, central and bed-side lighting, fire extinguisher (dry powder type – Class A B and C fires) and smoke detector are in all rooms.
Kingsize / Single bed/s with Dunlop 5.5” high density foam mattress, supplied with cotton bed linen, 1 firm and 1 soft pillow, spare soft pillows, woollen blanket, traditional Nepali sirak (quilt), cotton bed cover.
Cane easy chairs with cotton upholstered foam cushions, desk with information pack, books on regional topical subjects, games (chess, backgammon, bag chaal, playing cards, etc.) and luggage rack; original pictures, photographs and traditional ornamentation.
Wind-up eco-torches (flashlights), sterilised water in flasks, drinking glasses, kerosene heater. Bathroom supplied with cotton bath and hand towels, cotton dressing gowns and rubber chappals (flip-flops).
